1. WELCOME AND OPENING

The Chairman, Ad Jespers welcomed the participants to the web conference of the Management Committee.

The rules of the competition law were reminded, and all agreed to adhere.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES & REVIEW OF ACTIONS OF LAST MEETING (26 May 2020)
The Minutes of the last meeting were approved. The actions have been carried out or will be covered through the agenda.

4. GOVERNANCE
4.1. Key points from last Board meeting on 9 June 2020 



    (S.Zänker)
As the key points discussed at the Board meeting are all on the agenda of the MC except for one in relation to Brexit, only the latter one was mentioned during the MC. Indeed during the Board meeting it was suggested that A.I.S.E. ahead of the European Council Meeting on 19 June should send a letter jointly signed by UKCPI to the EU authorities/ Member States and the Commission in charge of negotiating Brexit to make a plea for the availability of essential products such as cleaning and hygiene products. The Brexit situation and still on-going trade negotiations should not interfere with the needs of people for those products during the sanitary crisis. 

5.  KEY TOPICS (for discussion)
5.1. Biocides:
5.1.1. Update on COVID 19 sanitary crisis 


   
        (M.Temsamani)
Members were debriefed about the outcome of a call A.I.S.E. held with DG SANTE on 26 June. The call addressed several issues (see slides) amongst which (i) the industry’s call for greater predictability, (ii) the extensions to Art.55 derogations, (iii) the status of illegal products on the market and enforcement activities, (iv), as well as upcoming opportunities for A.I.S.E (exchange during 6 July EU Coordination Group Meeting, applications for EU4health funding programme, input into the upcoming Chemicals Strategy for Sustainability), and (v) the ongoing reporting exercise to the Commission.  

On the extension of the Art.55 derogations and given that this is a national matter/decision, it was decided that A.I.S.E. will not pursue a European position or advocate one way or another.

ACTIONS:

- Go on raising industry concerns on existing barriers to DG SANTE (A.I.S.E.). 
- As requested by the Commission, send input in written on concrete hurdles and remaining issues by 2 July, ahead of the 6 July CG Meeting (A.I.S.E.). The association is working against this deadline and will report on the outcome of the meeting.  

- Follow-up with the Commission more specifically on the EU4Health programme to understand in detail the nature of the initiative, and opportunities to apply for funding, or improvements to the EU BPR (A.I.S.E.).

- Engage with DG SANTE hierarchy regarding the future Chemicals Strategy for Sustainability and the future of biocides in this context (A.I.S.E.).

5.1.2. Strategic assessment of BPR





   (E.Cazelle)
A few suggestions were made to the project description circulated as pre-reading. The Management Committee agreed with the document and the recommendation to collaborate with EBPF(CEFIC). The project will be launched shortly.
5.1.3. Communication project on Cleaning & Hygiene, incl. Forum

(V.Séjourné)
At its meeting in April 2020, the A.I.S.E. Board strongly encouraged A.I.S.E. to further promote the value of our sector to society, especially with the recent sanitary crisis to various audiences (policy maker/influencers about also consumers, professional customers). A Task Force has since then been set up to progress this work, also keeping in mind the need to promote the benefits of biocides and develop a toolkit for the network. The project working title is: “Promoting the benefits of the cleaning & hygiene products industry to society, “normal” days and in times of Covid-19: An opportunity for our sector to demonstrate its contribution to a healthy society in and outside homes”. Work is being progressed, including a re-run of a specific section of the habits survey to monitor the evolution of the perception of our sector by citizens pre and post Covid. Further progress will be done over summer in collaboration with several scientific experts, with the aim to present this work at the next A.I.S.E. Cleaning & Hygiene Forum on 2 December 2020.
5.2. European Green Deal: Debriefing from June Board (S.Nissen, M.Temsamani, J.Robinson)
S. Nissen informed the MC members that the June Board had recognised and agreed the Green Deal to become one of the key priorities for our industry sector in the coming years and approved the recommendations of the A.I.S.E. Green Deal Consultation Panel (as confirmed by the MC during its last meeting) on a first set of activities as follows (see also presentation):
I. Circular Economy Action Plan, addressing the below listed legislative proposals 

· (i) ‘Substantiation of Green claims’

ACTIONS:


- Evaluate the use of the PEF method for assessment of environmental impacts for product categories when reviewing / developing Charter product standards (SSG).

- Engage in Advocacy, with focus on DG ENV (Advocacy team/SSG)
· (ii) ‘Empower Consumers (+ public buyers) in a green transition 

ACTION: 


- Initiate a call for nominations for a PC&H SG/SSG sub-group to address aspects linked to mandatory GPP criteria and targets and other relevant aspects for the PC&H sector in the context of the Green Deal (A.I.S.E. team).
· (iii) ‘Sustainable product policy initiative’.

ACTION:

- With focus on a revised Ecodesign Directive and Commission plans widen the scope beyond energy-related products and explore how the Charter can evolve into an EU-supported type of standard for the industry sector (SSG).
II. Climate Action

· (i) Production phase

ACTIONS: 


- Technically assess within the Charter framework voluntary pledge-type objectives, addressing CO2 emissions at the production phase, starting on a basis of 50%+ emissions reductions (2006 – 2030) (SSG).
- Based on this, prepare an industry position in relation to climate change, bearing also in mind the bigger picture, i.e. change of energy mix towards renewables in Europe, green recovery plans, etc. (Advocacy SG, SSG).
· (ii) Use-phase

Several options were presented to the Board, with focus on option 3, which includes:

· Modernise sustainable use panels (laundry/ADW)
· Develop dedicated website to communicate potential GHG savings from lowering average T°.
· Reassure on hygiene/low temp washing and hygiene aspects, i.e. assessment of landscape with special view on the current health & hygiene crisis
· Encourage A.I.S.E. members and interested external partners (e.g. APPLIA & GINETEX, Commission) to actively promote the messages towards stakeholders and consumers (via toolkit + existing company/brand methods).
ACTIONS: 


- Start assessment of expected impact, appropriate hygiene messages linked to Covid and required resources on proposed option 3, with potential to include elements from option 4 (Comms team and SSG). 

III. Chemicals Strategy on Sustainability (CSS): 
After Board approval on the key messages, A.I.S.E. submitted its input to the public consultation on the Roadmap on the Chemicals Strategy on Sustainability (CSS) on 19 June (click HERE to view), along with over 420 other contributors (industry associations, authorities, NGOs, companies and citizens).  In brief, A.I.S.E called for sound science and risk assessment, transparency, proper and coherent enforcement,  regulatory predictability and consistency, innovation, impact assessment, biocides availability, alignment with GHS, product differentiation and digitalisation of information.

The Secretariat will continue to monitor the development of the CSS itself, which is expected to be published by the European Commission before the end of September and identify areas where A.I.S.E. can usefully have active involvement.  In this context we will also liaise with other affected sectors through a Cross-Industry Platform convened by Cefic.

IV. EU Industrial Strategy
As this topic is covering competitiveness, socio-economic benefits, Biocides, Single Market and other regulatory issues, the Board had supported the proposed approach and mix of horizontal and vertical activities. In order to support the proposal to increase political outreach and advocacy, it was suggested to develop a plan with several options on what that could look like in practice, what (reputational or networking) actions could be undertaken, and what options/resources are needed.
Furthermore, it is foreseen to maintain the A.I.S.E. Green Deal Consultation Panel to address future developments at a horizontal level; in addition, the A.I.S.E. leadership team will ensure close coordination between the different A.I.S.E.  departments.
ACTION:

- Develop for next MC meeting options on potential actions (Advocacy SG) 
5.3. Detergent regulation







(G.Sebastio)    
5.3.1. Delegated Act Annex VII

On 24 June, A.I.S.E. presented the proposal agreed for the Delegated Act of Annex VII of the Detergent regulation to the Commission. There were five points raised by A.I.S.E., which the Commission acknowledged overall, but with one very important and unexpected update.

The Commission acknowledged and agreed to progress four of the points raised by A.I.S.E.:

1. Labelling of trace level preservatives: align to BPR (Regulation (EU) No 528/2012)
	Current text
	A.I.S.E. proposal
	Preliminary proposal from the Commission

	If added, preservation agents shall be listed, irrespective of their concentration, using where possible the common nomenclature established under Article 8 of Council Directive 76/768/EEC of 27 July 1976 on the approximation of laws of the Member States relating to cosmetic products 
	If added, preservation agents shall be listed, using where possible the common nomenclature established under INCI (International Nomenclature Cosmetic Ingredient), provided they contribute to the qualification of the detergent as a treated article, as defined under Regulation (EU) No 528/2012 Article 3(l). 

 

The residual presence of preservatives stemming from preserved ingredients, with no further intended biocidal function later in the detergent, do not contribute to the qualification of the detergent as a treated article.
	Preservation agents shall be listed, using where possible the common nomenclature established under INCI (International Nomenclature Cosmetic Ingredient), provided they contribute to the qualification of the detergent as a treated article, as defined under Regulation (EU) No 528/2012 Article 3(l).

 

*Guidance on how to deal with residual preservatives to be obtained via the BPR regulation guidance on the definition of a treated article. With the possibility of an industry guidance that would also need to be in line with BPR.


2. Amend the definition of ‘Ingredient’: objective of internal alignment in the legislation & clarity for technical progress
3. Dosing (align the wording of water hardness effects for laundry products to the same wording as ADW)
4. Removal of the requirement to link to the CosIng
However, the Commission also put forward one important update to the work they are planning for the Detergent Regulation. The Commission explained their aim to launch a study/impact assessment to review the entire Detergent Regulation. Following the assessment, and based on the results and input received, they will take steps to amend the Regulation via Ordinary legislative procedure. This assessment will follow from the points raised during the ex-post review of the Detergent Regulation (however additional points could be added by ourselves or other stakeholders). 

It was clarified that the risk is that the regulation will go through Parliament and will be opened up for input by all member states. It is not clear to what extent the Commission will allow the regulation to be opened, given the ex-post review concluded the Regulation to be fit for purpose.

The timeline for this will be in line with the Commission Study on the Simplification of Labelling and IT tools: expect the call for tender for the Commission Study on IT tools to be published at a similar time as the impact assessment. It was clarified that these will be two separate studies: one assessment will be on the Detergent Regulation and the second will be on IT tools (covering the Detergent Regulation, CLP BPR etc.). The Commission aims to align these timelines.
ACTIONS: 

- Clarify Commission’s motivation for running an impact assessment (A.I.S.E.)

- Review legal analysis in 2017 on the above-mentioned points raised by A.I.S.E. (Detergents WG)

5.3.2. Advocacy Strategy

A.I.S.E. has been making progress on its advocacy strategy and has arguments prepared for the topics that have been raised in the past on the Detergent Regulation. As next steps:

- A.I.S.E. will engage with the Commission to understand some of the legal/technical details behind their plan.

- There will be a meeting of the Detergent WG (with Advocacy SG) in July to re-assess our strategy.
- Commission to discuss our proposal for Delegated Act with DG SANTE; promised to revert back to us after the summer.
- Likely date for the next COM Detergent WG: 9th October
5.4. Publication in ECHA’s “Chemicals in our lives” webpage      

       (M.Temsamani)
A troubling article was recently published on ECHA’s “Chemicals in our Lives” webpage. The article in question published in the guest corner is titled “Home chemical use linked to early developmental lags” and is available here (also see slides for more information). 

This is not the first time where ECHA has communicated beyond its role as an impartial agency over the recent past. Members were consulted on the need to react. There was an agreement that a reaction was needed with Commission, as well as ECHA. It was also suggested to evaluate the editorial power of the agency by proposing an industry-friendly submission and assess whether it would be published. 

ACTIONS: 

- Send a letter to the European Commission raising concerns of the agency’s recent activities. Members will be consulted ahead of time (A.I.S.E./ MC to comment).
- Raise concerns on the agency’s current communication policy with the Industry representative in the ECHA Board - M. Mensink/Cefic (A.I.S.E.)
- Investigate opportunities to provide a submission on the ECHA website (A.I.S.E.)
  5.5. Review of General Product Safety Directive  



        (M.Temsamani)
Members were informed about the Commission’s intention to review the General Product Safety Directive (GPSD), and the recently published Commission Roadmap and request for input (see slides for more information). 

Members were asked (i) whether this is of interest to the association, (ii) whether A.I.S.E. should react to the Roadmap consultation, and (iii) what level of priority this issue should take. 

After a round of exchange it was decided that (i) yes the topic is of interest/relevance to A.I.S.E., (ii) A.I.S.E. must monitor developments although an answer to the Roadmap is not required at this stage, (iii) constant and active monitoring is required on the topic, which may lead to an active involvement depending on future assessments. 

ACTION: 

- Actively monitor and follow developments on GPSD and inform Members appropriately (A.I.S.E.). 

6. REGULATORY /SUSTAINABILITY ISSUES
6.1. Digitalisation Roadmap




            
            (V.Séjourné)
Since the approval by the A.I.S.E. Board in February 2020 of the Digitalisation Roadmap, whose vision is to enhance confidence in our products by consumers, A.I.S.E. has made progress on the various pillars of this Roadmap. First on the “Ingredient Messaging”, a task force is in place and has started to work on the structure of the future ingredients database; this will also ensure close dialogue with notably IFRA and relevant stakeholders. Second on the “Common Ingredient template” for the online reporting of the ingredient data sheet, consensus is going towards the by default use of the INCI nomenclature, including the completion of potential names in INCI by A.I.S.E. (following an enquiry over summer with detergent companies). Other activities are also under consideration and will be further progressed. In terms of “Consumer access” (3rd pillar), it is envisaged to possibly recommend the use of an icon to better identify on pack the on line ingredient listing, and indirectly, the link to the industry ingredient messaging. Finally, the 4th pillar relates to “Better labels”; for that, in addition to the work led in the context of the Detergent Regulation review, A.I.S.E. is monitoring the upcoming tender that DG GROW is due to release early July on the topic of Hazard information and IT tools, so as to contribute to this study constructively, in addition to the work initiated at GHS level.
6.2. Enzymes








(G.Sebastio)
The A.I.S.E. Enzyme WG is a collaboration between A.I.S.E. and AMFEP (the Enzyme suppliers). The group has a long history of contributions on creating guidance on safe use of enzymes. Recently the group has begun work on some important initiatives.

• A collaboration between A.I.S.E. and the associations in the United States, ACI and HCPA, has been started with the aim of revamping the A.I.S.E. document for the Safe handling of enzymes to create a global document that will cover various geographical regions.

• A.I.S.E. will also collaborate on a factsheet outlining the sustainability profile of enzymes in detergents to contribute to current environmental discussions and benefits, e.g. low temperature washing.

• The Spray Protocol Proposal initially published in 2013 is being revamped and a new draft will be published this year. This document is widely used in our industry, so it is important the network is aware of this revamp.

• Guidance for Professionals Falling Between Occupational and Consumer Exposure: the group is also taking steps to provide guidance to professionals falling between occupational and consumer exposure.

Following a question raised by the MC, secretariat clarified that the “global document” will be initially drafted by A.I.S.E./ACI/HCPA, however the plan will then be to carry out wide outreach and extension to other regions or stakeholders (e.g. Japan, INCPA..)

6.3. CLP
6.3.a  CLP Annex VIII

The A.I.S.E. Management Committee was briefed about CLP Annex VIII, the forthcoming (01 July 2020) presentation of LLDCs at CARACAL 35 and the A.I.S.E. in vitro project.
CLP Annex VIII: It was reported that Annex VIII was not formally included on the CARACAL-35 agenda. However, the Secretariat has learned of several developments via meeting documents.  

· A new version (May 2020) of the draft legal text has been shared.  This captures changes that were discussed at the 15 May 2020 CARACAL consultation on CLP Annex VIII.  It contains several expected & welcome refinements; no substantive unexpected changes were identified.  
· The European Commission reported the outcome of the Annex VIII public consultation: “No significantly new comments were received warranting further changes to the text.”

LLDCs at CARACAL: The Management Committee was informed of the Secretariat’s presentation of LLDCs at CARACAL.  The Secretariat will seek to demonstrate the:

•
Comprehensive regulatory & voluntary response to LLDC accidental exposures since 2011.

•
Significant reduction in incidents and continued downward trend in the incident rate.

•
Generally high compliance rate of LLDCs in the REACH-EN-FORCE 6 enforcement project.

•
Upcoming measures, particularly the ISO LLDC standard & Irish media campaign.

6.3.b. CLP- In vitro work of A.I.S.E., update

It was reported that Secretariat-level work on this project recommenced during April 2020 following the onboarding of J. Robinson.  Activity continued into May 2020 with the re-engagement of the project consultant E. Adriaens.  However, capacity constraints arose in the second half of May and into June 2020 which has delayed the Secretariat re-engaging with formulation owners.  The Secretariat intends to re-engage data owners and commence lab contracting during July 2020.  R. Roggeband highlighted that he is aware that some test items are approaching their expiry date.  D. Byrne confirmed that he is aware of this situation.
6.4. Update on Polymers Requiring Registration under REACH 
     
             (J.Robinson)
In addition to the pre-reads, it was stated that the report from the Commission’s consultants on the Polymer registration criteria is still awaited. This will become the basis for the next meeting of the A.I.S.E. polymers Task Force in order to prepare for the CARACAL subgroup meeting on 11 September. 
Post-meeting note: The report was released on 7.7.2020.
6.5. Microplastics




 
               (J.Robinson/M.Temsamani
At this stage, no further information in addition to the slides presented at the microplastic webinar on 9th June could be given. The reason being is that the RAC and SEAC reports from beginning of June are not yet available. Nevertheless, A.I.S.E. is already preparing comments to the 60 days public consultation of the SEAC opinion to be finalised in time, i.e. by mid of August.  

Post-meeting note: Both reports were circulated to the Microplastics TF on 1 and 2 July. 

6.6. PREP – L2: Close out report for approval




    (S.Zänker)
Reference was made to the mail containing the A.I.S.E. PREP-L2 close out report sent out on 24 June by S. Nissen. The report is covering the period of the compaction initiative from April 2016 until March 2018. After the approval of the PREP WG, the Sustainability SG, the MC was asked to approve the report as well. The next steps will be the publication on the A.I.S.E. website, a notice on the A.I.S.E. LinkedIn on the achievements through this initiative in terms of sustainability and a note in the next Newsletter for members.
ACTIONS: 

- Approve the PREP L2 Close out report by 2 July 2020 (MC)
- Initiative the communication on the achievements via different channels (A.I.S.E.)

6.7. PC&H and medical devices
It was mentioned that despite the fact that the area of medical devices had been identified as being of priority for the PC&H SG, at the last call only 1 company beside 2 National Associations confirmed their participation, leading to the cancellation of the conference call. It was suggested that interested companies should look again internally and address it again at the next MC.
In addition, a more general update on PC&H SG activities was provided, as following: 
At the PC&H SG meeting on 14th May 2020 a variety of topics were discussed, including European Green Deal, Packaging initiatives, Organic food production as well as topics related to REACH, CLP etc. It was noted that European Green Deal, Packaging initiatives and Organic food production got most attention during the meeting and were identified as short time priority topics. It was pointed out that during the discussions on Sustainability – European Green Deal differences between PC&H and consumer view on sustainability were noted. Thus, in light of sector specificities it was decided to create “Green Deal for PC&H working group” which will carry on discussions on GPP criteria in light of Green Deal from the perspective of PC&H sector and also tackle issues related to packaging. Organic Food Production was identified during PC&H SG meeting as another area requiring special attention. Thus, it was decided to create a small working group which will be tasked with defining the PC&H sectors position on criteria for organic food production.  Mostly regarding positive list of authorized substances in annex IV of the upcoming COM Implementing Regulation repealing Regulation (EC) No 889/2008. During PC&H SG meeting extensive discussions were held on participation of experts from PC&H sector in other WG/ TF established in A.I.S.E. It was noted that a lot of discussions carried out in those groups are not relevant to PC&H sector as most of the discussions are regarding consumer products thus in general participation of PC&H sector members in other  WG/ TF established in A.I.S.E. is not efficient and input is rather minimal. As a way forward to enhance participation of PC&H experts could be a clear separation of the discussions on consumer and PC&H related issues (different time slot during the meeting/call).

Meeting participant representing PC&H sector agreed with provided summary of PC&H SG meeting proceedings. It was once more reiterated that issues of importance for PC&H sector and consumers are sometimes very different and as most of the time during the WG/TF meetings is allocated to consumer related topics, special accommodations for PC&H experts should be made in order to enhance their participation. 

ACTION:

- Add the topic on the agenda of the MC in September (A.I.S.E. secretariat)

6.8. Explosive precursors
B. Glassl referred to the recent mail from M. Temsamani with the Commission’s guidelines on the Explosive Precursors and the requirements for operators, sharing the following assessment: 
· About the duty (VI.1, 3rd and 5th §§: 

· “An economic operator who makes available a regulated explosives precursors to another economic operator shall inform that economic operator that the acquisition, introduction, possession or use of that regulated explosives precursor by members of the general public is subject to reporting obligations as set out in Article 9.“

· „The Regulation leaves the form of the obligation to inform the supply chain to the economic operator. It is recommended to provide the information in writing, so that there will be documentation on whether the supply chain was informed. Inspection authoritiesmay request documentation on whether and how the supply chain was informed upon inspection. In addition, written information makes it easier for all actors in the supply chain to demonstrate compliance with their obligations under the Regulation.“

· About the proposed ways on how to assure compliace, which may put burden on distributors: 

· (VI.2) „… Another method is to have dummy products on the shelf for products containing regulated explosives precursors. Upon sale, personnel will have to go to the storeroom to get the actual product, which helps trigger their awareness that it is a product to which specific obligations apply. Alternatively, products that contain regulated explosives precursors could be stored behind the counter, i.e. not freely accessible, obliging an interaction with the personnel upon acquisition. Various pieces of legislation also require regular instructions. For example, in certain cases, occupational health and safety-related legislation (16) requires that employees are instructed on appropriate precautions and actions to take to safeguard themselves when handling hazardous chemical agents at work. The instructions required by Article 7(2) could be combined with such health and safety-related instructions.

· (VII.2) „Companies involved in activities involving regulated explosives precursors are recommended to control access to their premises.
Access by other persons (visitors and contractors) to company premises is recommended to be restricted and monitored in relation to premises where regulated explosives precursors are manufactured or stored. Companies are recommended to have a written policy on safe storage and procedures in place that has relevance for regulated explosives precursors. 
Companies could e.g. undertake checks on persons and companies visiting their premises. Companies could keep records of visitors to the company’s premises where regulated explosives precursors are manufactured or stored.“
