RF TO CALL OUT HIGHLIGHTS FROM CHAIR’S WELCOME IN ANNUAL REVIEW  

Suffice to say I am greatly appreciative of the support and input provided to the UKCPI secretariat by all our committee members at Council and ARC throughout the last 2 years of my chairmanship.

Moving onto the annual report and accounts, we looked at the accounts in more detail at the Council meeting preceding this AGM.
The Association’s accounts show a surplus for the year ending September 2021 of  £39,250.
Which following the adjustments for unexpected extra fee income is pretty much in line with the predicted profit anticipated.
This profit drops through to boost our reserves which now stand at £513,718 or equivalent to 9 months operating costs – very close to the industry norm.
 Once again I would like to commend Philip and the team for managing our fees so well whilst carrying out new and essential work on our behalf.
